Dear Parents,

TERM NEWS & EXAMS –
I hope that your children have had an enjoyable term and that you are all looking forward to Christmas and the New Year. It’s not too late to buy our large pink dance bags, with the school of dance and a dance logo on the side. These cost £12.50 and would make a lovely stocking filler for Christmas. 

As I write this newsletter, preparations for this term’s forthcoming exams are under way, with well over 90 pupils taking exams this term. This is to be our last exam session until after the May show. Please do not worry about the progression of your children, they may be moved up accordingly without taking exams. This will not be detrimental to any future exams that they may wish to take. 

TIME TABLE JANUARY – JANUARY 2018 – 

For the next two terms, as we prepare for the show, the timetable is condensed with many classes joining together to provide larger group dances. This means that many classes may be at a different time or be slightly longer in duration. If you find that your daughter/son’s time has changed and you cannot attend the new time, please DO contact me as soon as possible as I may be able to alter or offer a different dance/time. The timetable will remain the same from January through until June 2018. Generally, we will start work on the show dances upon our return in the New Year. As we prepare for the show, organising costumes and dances, pupils must commit to their classes until the end of the summer term to avoid letting down class colleagues. If you are unable to participate in the show for any reason then I must be notified immediately. Children in Pre-School classes and some of the Pre-Primary classes will NOT be involved in the show therefore their classes will remain unchanged. However, they may join with an older dance group if they would like to take part – please let me know. Pupils aged 13 and over may take part in additional dances other than their scheduled class. They must make their requests before the end of this December term.

SHOW 2018 SUNDAY MAY 20th 6.30pm – ‘DANCE WITH ME’
If this is your first experience with our Dance school show I implore you to give it your full support. It is a great experience for all involved but does require an incredible amount of organization. Staged, for the first time, at the Aylesbury Waterside Theatre it gives pupils an opportunity to perform on an impressive stage and in a wonderful venue.  There will be a total of 36 dance numbers, with approximately 320 performers, 900 costumes and 30 fully licensed chaperones and DBS checked volunteers. As we only stage such an event once every 3 years I do hope that this show will be every bit as enjoyable and successful as the last. There will be a dress rehearsal and photo call for all Aylesbury based pupils on SUNDAY MAY 13th and for all Eaton Bray based pupils on TUESDAY MAY 15th.  Please keep these dates free respectively. I also require your child’s date of birth and postcode to complete a Body of Persons form that must be handed to the council before your children can dance on stage. Please return the acceptance form at the end of this letter.

COSTUMES: £16 HIRE CHARGE – to include a souvenir finale T-shirt to take home
I shall hire and adapt as many costumes as I am able to, but will still need to buy many hundreds of new outfits. Due to the current economic climate I shall keep costume charges to a minimum and the same as 3 years ago. Costume hire charges will therefore be £16 for each pupil in one dance (this will include a take home printed souvenir t-shirt worn for the finale) and £10 costume hire for all subsequent dances that any one pupil takes part in. Costume charges will be split over the next two terms. £8 will be required in January and a further £8 at the beginning of the April term, accordingly, depending on the number of dances taken. This payment only, must be made into my Show account detailed below, if baying by bacs please.

UNIFORM & SHOP – 

All dance shoes must be professionally fitted.  These, along with any ballet uniform, can be purchased from Stages Dance Wear, 5a London Road, Aston Clinton. The shop is open:  Wednesday 10am – 1pm, Thursday & Friday 6.00pm – 7.30pm and Saturday 10am – 3pm.  If in doubt then please call (01296) 630296. Pupils from Eaton Bray, may order uniform from the shop through me by asking one of my assistants, on Tuesday or Friday. Payment must be made before garments are taken home. 
SECOND HAND UNIFORM – 

Thank you again to Nikki Swanscott, who runs the second hand uniform service. Voluntarily providing you with the ability to buy and sell your used dancewear. Nikki can be contacted by text/phone on 07834 515351. Please do not hand in any shoes or items of clothing that are past their best!
RAD BALLET UNIFORM – 

Pre-Primary and Primary Ballet wear a lilac capped sleeved leotard with a matching lilac wrap-over skirt, cardigans are optional. Grade 1 Ballet girls wear a pale blue leotard, capped or sleeveless, with waist elastic (no skirts). Grades 2 and above wear navy blue capped or sleeveless leotards with waist elastic. Grades 1 and above also require Character shoes and character skirts in addition to ballet shoes. Intermediate Ballet girls may wear black or navy strappy leotards. All pupils may wear pink ballet socks or ballet tights and ballet x-over cardigans that match the leotard colour are optional throughout. Ballet shoes must have elastic fitted. 

MODERN & TAP UNIFORM –

Primary through Grade 3 Modern & Tap - There are 2 styles of leotards in 4 different colours with an option of matching dance shorts and tie tops for winter. Leotards are designed and made by Clo Perry and can be ordered through me. Prices from £18.00 - £21.00 and can be viewed by asking any member of staff.  Grade 4 and above – Senior girls will be required to wear any style plain black leotard. Leg wear, if required, may be small black dance shorts that can be worn over the leotards or black leggings. Please remember that ballet uniform may be worn for ANY style of dance class. Tap shoes with a low heel and with toe and heel taps fitted are required for tap dance classes. Jazz shoes or bare feet are required for Modern classes.
FEES EXPLAINED & DIRECT PAYMENT – 
There is a flat termly fee for each family of either £50.00 or £55.00 per term. This is regardless of the number of weeks in each term. This term will be 10 weeks in duration. Thereafter fees are reduced accordingly for siblings and second classes. If you make payment on or before Monday December 18th, you may deduct a £5.00 ‘early payment’ from the total shown at the foot of this letter. Post dated cheques, received before this date may also deduct this £5.00 charge. 
Please let me know if you have trouble paying fees. Cheques should be made payable to Miss J. Latus. Please note that if you have an agreement with me to pay weekly then you must still pay for your child if he/she is away for a week or more. If you wish to make payment by bank transfer then please email me once you have done so, detailing when and the amount paid. Please reference the transfer with your child’s surname & Christian name if possible. All cash payments must be accompanied by a confirmation text or email to me to ensure that I know how much is being paid and for whom.
