TERM NEWS –
What an exciting term! The feedback that I have had from both parents and pupils, regarding our dance show at the Albert Hall, has been brilliant. Thank you to all involved. It really was a great experience and one that I shall certainly endeavour to repeat in 3 years time. Following the ‘high’ of the Albert Hall I found myself walking straight into the possibility of organizing a return to Disneyland Paris next summer, more details can be found below.

TERM DATES 2013  - NOTE:- NO CLASSES ON HIGHLIGHTED DATES 
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Classes start on Saturday September 7th and finish on Friday December 6th

*Please note: – although we have a 2-week half term, there ARE classes on Friday October 25th in Eaton Bray.

There are no lessons on Friday November 15th in Eaton Bray.

There are ISTD Modern & Tap exams on Thursday & Friday December 5th & 6th with practises on Sunday November 24th 

RAD Ballet exams will be on Sunday December 1st with practises on Saturday November 30th 

There are exam practises lessons in Eaton Bray on Thursdays October 10th, 17th, November 7th, 21st and 28th.

TIME TABLE CHANGES! – 

Please note that there are several changes to the timetable, necessitated as pupil’s progress into grades that currently do not have a class and one has to be created. If you are unable to attend your class at the new time please do refer to the timetable, as there may be an alternative class more convenient for you. Pupils are welcome to come along to any additional class and have a couple of trial sessions. Extra classes that are attended are charged at a considerable reduced rate.

For the first time in several years, and back by popular demand, is our Summer School, to be run and arranged by Laura this year. It promises to be an action filled couple of days for all children and friends aged 5 years and upward. There will be 2 separate clubs; one at the Eaton Bray village Hall, Monday/Tuesday 29th/30th July and one at the Weston Turville Village Hall, Monday/Tuesday 5th/6th August. Children are welcome to attend either or both venues. The club will be very much geared around the separate age groups, allowing the 12+ teenagers a more in depth workshop style experience. 
ST MARYS CARNIVAL PROCESSION, SATURDAY JULY 6th – 
In order to promote our school we are taking part in the Edlesborough Carnival procession this year. Joining the procession as it passes St. Marys Church, Eaton Bray at approximately 12.30, we shall proceed with the floats and other groups along to the Village green in Edlesborough. Please do come along to support us if you can. Pupils are welcome to march with the procession if they have a pink ‘JoAnn Latus School of Dance’ hoodie. DISNEYLAND PARIS 2014 – 

Preliminary info - We will put forward to travel within the first 2 weeks of the school holiday Summer 2014. There may be 5 different combinations of dates within this time frame that we will apply for to maximize our chances of being accepted. It will be a 2-night/3 day experience, encompassing a 20-minute showcase of 3 dances per pupil. There may be the opportunity of taking part in a Disney Parade. We stay at the Hotel Cheyenne within the Disney Resort. Pupil’s aged 15+ may travel unaccompanied with either Jo or Laura as their chaperone. There will be 10 2-hour rehearsals 5 – 7pm Mondays at Eaton Bray throughout the summer 2014 term. Commitment to rehearsals is imperative. Travel will be arranged with Eurostar. Approximate costs: basic cost per person £270 (inclusive of Hotel & Disney park passes) + Eurostar travel approx. £110,  + each performer an additional £70 (inclusive all rehearsals and costume hire) There will be a limited number of places available for pupils to take part and pupils must be over the age of 8 years. Please register your interest with Jo ASAP so that I can keep you informed.
ISTD MODERN/TAP and RAD BALLET EXAMS –

Our next Tap/Modern exam session is hopefully to be held on Thursday/Friday December 5th & 6th 2013 at the Eaton Bray Village Hall and students that are to be considered for these exams will receive notification and information about extra weekly lessons at the beginning of the new term. Ballet exams will be held hopefully on Sunday December 1st at the Anthony Hall, Aston Clinton. Likewise, students will receive notification regarding entry to ballet exams shortly. Please take commitment to extra exam classes seriously as it is very difficult to get pupils ready for an examination if they do not attend classes regularly. 

NEW MODERN & TAP UNIFORM –

In an attempt to gradually bring a sense of order to the modern and tap classes across all ages, I have decided to bring in a uniform. Whereas it is NOT essential, I would ask you to purchase any new leotards accordingly. There will be a choice of 2 styles of leotards in 4 different colours (to be worn for grades Primary through Grade 3) with an option of matching dance shorts. Seniors will be required to wear any style plain black leotard (Grade 4 and above). Leg wear, if required, may be small black dance shorts that can be worn over the leotards or black leggings. Please remember that ballet uniform may be worn for ANY style of dance class. Leotards will be designed and made by Clo Perry and can be ordered through me. Prices from £16.00 - £19.00 and can be viewed and order at the end of this term.
RAD BALLET UNIFORM – 

Although I do not actively enforce the correct uniform colours for the new grades I felt it would be helpful for you if you knew what was required should you need to replace old leotards that have been outgrown. Pre-Primary and Primary Ballet wear the new lilac capped sleeved leotard with a matching lilac wrap-over skirt, cardigans are optional. Grade 1 ballet is the old pale blue leotards, capped or sleeveless, with waist elastic (no skirts). Grades 2 and above wear navy blue capped or sleeveless leotards with waist elastic. Grades 1 and above also require Character shoes and character skirts in addition to ballet shoes. Intermediate Ballet girls may wear black or navy strappy leotards. All pupils may wear pink ballet socks or ballet tights and ballet x-over cardigans that match the leotard colour are optional throughout.

CORRECT FITTING UNIFORM – 

With more of us buying on-line, there has been a noticeable increase in incorrectly fitted dance shoes. Please take time to visit the dance shop in Aston Clinton or ask me to bring shoes along to class for purchase and to be fitted properly, rather than risk having a pair of ill-fitting shoes that could be dangerous to dance in. 

UNIFORM & LOST PROPERTY - 

Please remember that all Ballet classes must be attended with ballet uniform: Ballet shoes, tights or socks and ballet leotards. Modern, Tap and jazz must be attended with the appropriate footwear and any style leotard; black jazz trousers or footless tights may be worn by senior students with a plain, tight fitting, sleeveless black top. Girls must attend class with their hair tied back off the face and in a bun for ballet grades 4 and above, neat grooming is an important discipline in dancing. Uniform and shoes should be clearly named. It is becoming increasingly difficult to return clothing and shoes to their correct owners when found. 
NOTICE - 

Please remember how important it is that you notify me if your child does not wish to continue with his/her dancing. As with many other activities that children partake in, I require half a term’s notice that your child is leaving. You will be charged for this half a term.

All uniform requirements can be purchased from Stages Dance & Gym Wear, 5a London Road, Aston Clinton. The shop is open by appointment only on Mondays. It is open:  Wednesday 10am – 1pm, Thursday & Friday 6.00pm – 7.30pm and Saturday 10am – 3pm.  If in doubt then please call (01296) 630296. Pupils from Eaton Bray, may order uniform through me by asking one of my assistants, on Tuesday or Friday. Payment must be made before garments are taken home. Modern and Jazz leotards can also be ordered from my assistants at the desk in Eaton Bray.

CASH PAYMENTS FOR TERM FEES – 

If you are paying by cash PLEASE can you return the remittance slip with your payment and wait for it to be marked off on the fee’s list. It is impossible for me to track cash payments without the remittance slip.

FEES & DIRECT PAYMENT – 
Fees will remain the same this forthcoming term. Please let me know if you have trouble paying them as I can always come to an arrangement if necessary. Fees are due within the first 2 weeks of term, cheques should be made payable to Miss J. Latus. Please note that if you have an agreement with me to pay weekly then you must still pay for your child if he/she is away for a week or more. Any fees not paid, at least in part, by half term will incur a £5.00 penalty. If you wish to make payment by bank transfer then please email me once you have done so, detailing when and the amount paid. Please reference the transfer with your child’s surname & Christian name if possible.
